Year 2:  Three-week Clinical Introductory Attachment

 

Please read all of the following information carefully as this contains important information about your forthcoming clinical attachment. If there is anything you do not understand or if you have any queries not answered here, please contact us, as detailed at the end of the document.

Year 2 and 3 Clinical Course Information 

Year 3 (including your Year 2 Clinical Introductory attachment) is made up of the following attachments/courses: 

 

1. Clinical Introductory Attachment (3 Weeks Carried Out in Year 2 – Nov/ Dec 2012)

2. 10-Week Attachment in General Surgery/Medicine (10 Weeks Carried Out September – November 2013)

3. Background to Clinical Specialities Course (Carried out in December 2013)

4. 10-Week Attachment in General Surgery/Medicine (Carried out in Jan – March 2014)

5. 10-Week Attachment in General Surgery/Medicine (Carried out in March – May 2014)

The sites used for Year 2 and Year 3 clinical teaching are:-

Central sites - Charing Cross, Chelsea & Westminster, Hammersmith and St Mary's

Other sites - Central Middlesex, Ealing, Hillingdon, Northwick Park, St Peter's and West Middlesex

During the Year 3 course, all students will be allocated to one of the central hospital sites for 10 weeks - this will either be a combination of your 3-week attachment (carried out in Year 2) and the first 10-week clinical attachment, or one of the 10 week attachments taking place in 2013.

Please note that you will be placed at the same site for the 1st-10 attachment as your Year 2, 3-week attachment with the exception of students placed at the Charing Cross who may be placed at the Hammersmith Hospital for their 1st 10-week attachment in Year 3. 

You will not necessarily be placed with the same students for each of your attachments. This is due to changes in the number and structure of available firms, and also the integration of Direct and Graduate Entry students into the course from September 2013. 

Please note that the Year 3 allocations will be posted on the intranet in July/August 2013
Introductory Day – Monday 26 November 2012 

On Monday 26 November 2012 you will be required to attend an introductory day at South Kensington Campus (G16 LT, SAFB). On this day you will:

· receive important information about your clinical course

· receive your name badge

First Day Reporting Instructions at your Hospital Site 

You will report to your hospital teaching site on Tuesday 27 November 2012.  Reporting instructions will be posted on the intranet prior to the start of your attachment.
Swapping Exercise

You have the opportunity to arrange a direct placement swap with another student for your Year 2 Clinical Introductory Attachment should you wish to do so.  (You can swap your site, firm, or both).

Organising Your Swap

In order to organise a swap, please carry out the steps below:

· Agree to swap your attachment with another student.

· Both students involved should email Sophia Eglin (Curriculum Assistant Years 3 & 5) s.eglin@imperial.ac.uk, confirming your agreement to swap and giving the following information:

· The name of the person you have arranged a swap with

· The attachment you were originally allocated to (i.e. Firm M1, St Mary’s) 

· the attachment you would like to swap to.

· Once Sophia has received emails from both parties confirming agreement to swap, she will contact you to confirm that the swap has been carried out.

· Please note that no individual arrangements to swap will be accepted or formalised with sites unless they have been confirmed by Sophia Eglin.

Deadline for Swapping Exercise
Please note that the deadline for any swap requests is Sunday 28 October 2012.  After this date all allocations will be confirmed to the relevant NHS Trusts, firm leaders, course organisers and administrators, and no further changes will be permitted.

We regret that we are unable to accept any swap requests after this date.
