Synopsis of project (background/research question/methods to be used/relevant key references):

The Department of Colorectal Surgery at the Royal Marsden Hospital and Imperial College is leading the way globally in surgery for advanced rectal cancers. These cancers often require extensive surgery beyond that which is conventional to achieve a cure. These techniques involve dissections beyond the mesorectal fascia, pelvic side wall resections and/or sacrectomy. There are only a few centres in the country offering this type of surgery and the Marsden provides the research lead. We also provide surgical expertise for a range of other pelvic cancers, including sarcomas, chordomas, gynaecological cancers and urological cancers.
Your project will involve collecting oncological outcome data for a subset of these patients to audit survival, based on the prospectively maintained Royal Marsden Colorectal Surgery Database. We expect that there will be scope to present your work at national/ international meetings and to submit for publication in a peer reviewed journal. You will also have the opportunity to attend theatre sessions and outpatient clinics for a background understanding of the type of surgery you will be researching. 

The unit is a leader in prospective surgical clinical trials and there will be opportunity to learn about trial methodology for future trialists. This includes modern trial design, attending trial meetings and recruiting patients.

You should be hard working, enthusiastic and independent. We expect people only with exceptional communication skills and the ability to work closely as a team. You should be capable of using Microsoft Excel and further training in key statistical techniques for paper writing will be provided. Your day to day supervision will be provided by Mr Aneel Bhangu, who has extensive experience of working with medical students and medical publishing.
