In-course Essay guidelines

The essay should focus on the scientific bases of the topic. It should not contain detailed descriptions of clinical techniques, data of clinical trials, or other clinical data. It should contain a description of the “state of the art” based on reviewing of the relevant literature. Extra marks can be earned by critical presentation of the “state of the art”. 

The essay should have an Abstract (maximum 200 words) and short Introduction. It may have several chapters. Figures and tables could be incorporated. All statements should be referenced, if possible, by the first reliable report on the particular data. 
The word count should not exceed 1500. If word count exceeds 1500 significantly (5%), the final mark will be reduced by the percentage of the excess. The word count should include the body text and references in the body text. The reference list however, should not be in the word count. The style of referencing is at your discretion.   

The essay should be in MS Word 2000, 2003 or 2007. It should be typed in double space and with characters not smaller than 12 points. Please leave at least 2.5cm margins at all sides. Please number the pages and put your name and the title of the essay into a header. Please follow the general guidelines for plagiarism (http://www3.imperial.ac.uk/studenthandbook/advice/plagiarism/).   

Essays should be submitted by 5pm 16th December 2011 both as a hardcopy and as a file. The email or website address for the file submission is: h.bell@imperial.ac.uk. For late submission penalty, the general guidelines apply (https://education.med.imperial.ac.uk/Policies/coursework-submission.htm). The hardcopy should be accompanied by a signed submission receipt form.
