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MBBS/PhD Appeals 2013
This appeals procedure applies to students who are enrolled onto the MBBS course and wish to apply for a 3 year exit from the course in order to undertake a PhD, but who do not meet the following eligibility criterion: 
No previous re-sits of end-of-year examinations (including the end-of-year OSCE and EMQ).  
This procedure will allow medical students who wish to undertake a PhD and who have had to re-sit no more than ONE examination to appeal against the above criterion. 
Submission of an MB/PhD appeal is subject to the following requirements:

· The student should have strong, documented extenuating or mitigating circumstances for the re-sit exam. 
· The student should submit a supporting statement from the potential supervisor(s) of their PhD.
The appeals procedure will open in April, with instructions and deadline posted on the undergraduate teaching intranet. After the closing date for submission of appeals submission, a special academic Appeals group will meet to consider the submitted appeals. The decision of the Appeals panel will be final.

Criteria and Instructions
Criteria for the consideration of individual appeals by the Appeals panel   
· The student’s past overall academic performance

· The student’s performance in Part B of Year 4

· The mitigating/extenuating circumstances for the examination re-sit
· The student’s appeals statement
· The supporting statement from the potential PhD supervisor(s) 

Instructions for how to submit the appeal 
1.
The student should submit the completed MB/PhD Appeal form attached. The statement of the appeal should be based on academic arguments and should include: 

· A clear explanation of the academic reasons for requesting permission to undertake a PhD.

· Evidence of prizes or other academic distinctions that support the case.

· Details of extenuating/mitigating circumstances for the re-sit.
2. The completed form (together with a supporting letter from the supervisor of the chosen MB/PhD) must be submitted to the BSc Curriculum Administrator (a.aleksiev@imperial.ac.uk) under the heading “MBBS/PhD APPEAL 2013” by no later than Friday 31 May 2013.  Appeals submitted after this date will not be considered.

Once the FEO has received a submission, the case will be placed on file for consideration by the Appeals panel.  

The Appeals panel will meet shortly after the submission deadline for the appeals. Students will be informed of the panel’s decision via email from the FEO within a week of the panel’s meeting. The decision made at that meeting will be final. 
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
