2012-2013 MB/PhD regulations
Students registered on a medical course in the Faculty of Medicine can seek permission to interrupt their medical studies in order to undertake a 3-year PhD subject to the following conditions*:
(1) 6-year MBBS course (A100):  Students have to complete satisfactorily Year 4 (BSc) of the course, i.e. obtain at least a 2.1 and no exam re-sits on record (but see (4)).  Students will return to Year 5 of the A100 course at the end of the PhD final year, but only after they submit their PhD thesis. The PhD viva can take place after the return to the undergraduate medical course.
(2) 4-year Graduate Entry course (A101)*: Students have to complete satisfactorily Year 1 of the course, i.e. obtain above average grades and no exam re-sits on record (but see (4)).  Students will return to Year 2 of the A101 course at the end of the PhD final year, but only after they submit their PhD thesis. The PhD viva can take place after the return to the undergraduate medical course. 
(3) 3-year Clinical course (A300; Oxbridge students): Students will have obtained at least a 2.1 or better in their BSc equivalent and have completed satisfactorily Year 3 (1st Clinical Year of their A300), i.e. obtain above average grades and no exam re-sits (but see (4)).  Students will return to Year 5 of the A300 course at the end of the PhD final year, but only after they submit their PhD thesis. The PhD viva can take place after the return to the undergraduate medical course.
(4) The eligibility criterion of no exam re-sits in previous years can be relaxed for MB-PhD candidates with an otherwise excellent academic record and a single past exam re-sit, for which they have mitigating circumstances, e.g. ill health.  Such candidates can submit an MB-PhD Appeal, which will be considered by a specially appointed MB-PhD panel.    
*Students from all of the above courses may be permitted to interrupt studies on the undergraduate medical course in order to undertake a PhD at another University as per the conditions in (1)-(4).
