2013 Exchange Opportunity at the McGill University, Canada
– Only for BSc Neuroscience and Mental Health Students
A limited number (usually two) of BSc project places will be offered as part of the McGill University Exchange Programme to Year 4 students who wish to undertake a research project at the McGill University in Canada. The projects will take place at the time of Part C of the BSc at Imperial. To apply for a place on the Programme, simply e-mail the BSc Curriculum Administrator, FEO (a.aleksiev@imperial.ac.uk), stating that you would like to be considered. 

Available places on the exchange: 2

Time:  During Part C of the BS, in February – May (10 weeks), ONLY for students allocated to BSc Project

Available Funding:  Each exchange student will receive a £400 travel bursary from the College; some McGill projects may also offer a stipend – please check with the relevant McGill supervisor.

Selection:  The selection of students for the exchange will proceed in two rounds: 1) selection for interview based on performance in in-course assessment in Year 4 (the Introductory course and Module 1); 2) interview with your BSc course director(s); The interviews will be held most likely in December 2012.  
Formal Application:   No application form will be required.  Exchange students will be issued a letter from McGill for use in applying for a student permit (if their project does not a stipend) or a temporary work permit (for those whose project does provide a stipend/salary); no health or immunisation forms will be required by McGill; please check the document on how to apply for a Canadian temporary work permit for details – this was written by our 2012 exchange students at McGill.
Assessment:   The project will be assessed the same as projects undertaken at Imperial:

·   your write-up, which you have to submit by the deadline of 23 May 213

·   an oral presentation of your project, which you will be expected to deliver to your course on a specified date between 16-22 May 2013 (your BSc sets up that date so contact course director(s) for details)

·   a mark of your performance during the project, which will be supplied by your McGill supervisor

The write-up makes up 70% of your Part C mark, the presentation – 20%, and the performance during the project – 10%.
