Synopsis of project (background/research question/methods to be used/relevant key references):

The Academic Department of Colorectal Surgery at the world famous Royal Marsden Hospital and Imperial College is leading the way globally in surgery for advanced colorectal cancers. These cancers often require extensive surgery beyond that which is conventional to achieve a cure. These techniques involve dissections beyond the mesorectal fascia, pelvic sidewall resections and/or sacrectomy. There are only a few centres in the country offering this type of surgery and the Marsden provides the research lead.

The aim of this project is to assess the safety and efficacy of trainee led colorectal cancer resection, using the best available evidence. Proving that trainee led operating leads to equivalent survival outcome compared to consultant led operating is vital for the next generation of surgeons. Further proving whether this outcome is the same if trainees are supervised or un-supervised is important. The results will have a global relevance at a time when surgical training is undergoing key changes and development.

This project would suit someone with a surgical and educational interest. It is expected that this will be presented at national and international meetings, and published in a peer-reviewed journal. You should be hard working, enthusiastic and independent. We expect people only with exceptional communication skills and the ability to work closely as a team. You should be capable of using Microsoft Excel and further training in key statistical techniques for paper writing will be provided. Learning meta-analytical technique will be a good foundation for any academic career, providing skills that can be carried forward to future projects.
