Guide for Students presenting at Palliative Care sessions
Aim of session is to:
· Revise what is palliative care
· Revise main teaching points of palliative care in curriculum 

· holistic assessment / MDT working
· improved communication skills

· symptom control

· care of dying

· structure of palliative care services

· visit hospice or hospital team (optional and student to arrange)
· Year 5 objectives: analyse real time communication
· Year 5 objectives: explore holistic assessment

Presenters:

· must have completed and analysed the parallel communication session

· must have completed the living with advanced disease patient clerking

Structure of morning:

09.30-10.00: revision of Palliative Care (see introduction lecture)
10.00-11.15: At least 2 may be 3 groups to present their parallel communication session

· must include a presentation of setting, patient, communication observed

· must include analysis of opening, closing, turning points, specific phrases used, verbal and non-verbal cues, good and bad.

· must include individual reflection with specific learning points
11.15-11.30: Break
11.30-12.30: At least 2 may be 3 groups to present their ‘living with advanced disease’ clerking

· must include a presentation of the patient discussion, using the ‘holistic’ clerking guide (see log book).

· All domains must be included and explored

· Personal reflection must include specific learning points

Clinical Experience Log Sheet:  To have your Oncology log experience sheet signed off to complete the attachment, students must have completed the observed ‘Parallel communication’ clerking (log experience 4.6), and ‘Living with advanced disease’ clerking (log experience 4.4).
