It may be possible for one student to sit in with the medical photographer (taking photographs of dermatological conditions) in clinic B for this session instead; please ask the photographer.
· It is your responsibility to attend a good mix of clinics and lists - please divide yourselves up accordingly.

· A minimum of 6 dermatology sessions are required for the firm; a maximum of 1 sessions may be spent with the nursing staff in the day treatment unit, each student should attend at least one paediatric dermatology clinic.
· Please be aware that last minute changes may occur especially during times of leave, sickness etc
